We have pleasure in presenting 13" Annual Report of Telangana Grameena Bank together with the
Audited Statement of Accounts, Auditor's report and the Report on Business and Operations of the
Bank for the financial year ended on 31* March 2018.

BANKS GENESIS :

Telangana Grameena Bank was established on 24" March 2006 in the name of Deccan Grameena
Bank by amalgamation of four RRBs sponsored by State Bank of Hyderabad. The Bank has been
operating in 18 districts of Telangana State (erstwhile five districts namely Adilabad, Nizamabad,
Karimnagar, Ranga Reddy and Hyderabad) with a network of 406 branches as on 31.03.2018.

The Government of India vide notification dated 20.10.2014 has changed the name of the Bank to
Telangana Grameena Bank from Deccan Grameena Bank. Post merger of SBH with SBI, the
Sponsor Bank is State Bank of India from 01-04-2017.

BANK'S AREA OF OPERATION AND PROFILE:

The economy is primarily agrarian in nature in the Banks area of operation as majority of its population
depend on Agriculture. Agriculture being the main activity, production depends mainly upon the
seasonal availability and distribution of rainfall. The influence of the South West Monsoon is
predominant in Telangana, providing major portion of rainfall and an important source of water for
kharif crop cultivation. Irrigation facilities are available under major and minor projects covering certain
pockets in the area, besides minor irrigation by way of bore wells and tanks etc., and rest of area is
rainfed.

The major industries which exist in Bank's service area and employing many people are Singareni
Coal Mines spread in parts of Adilabad and Karimnagar districts, cement factories in Adilabad and
Ranga Reddy districts, NTPC power plant in Ramagundam of Peddapally district, Sugar factories in
Nizamabad and Karimnagar districts.

BRANCHNETWORK:

With a view to extend Banking Services to unbanked areas and making banking services accessible
to many people of our service area, we have opened 9 branches during this financial year and reached
a network of 406 branches as on 31.03.2018.

AADHAAR ENROLMENT CENTRES :

As per the targets allotted by Sponsored Bank we
have opened 30 Aadhaar Enroliment Centers in
our Branches which are running successfully.

New Initiatives taken up by ITS Department
during FY2017-18

1. Online VVR Checking In Place of Manual
VVR Checking : It is a web based application
in which a Teller can view the financial
transactions performed on accounts of the
same branch as well as on accounts of other
branches including trickle feed transactions
pertaining to vouchers posted in CBS.
Vouchers of yesterday under different user
IDs can be verified on current day.

As the existing VVR checking is consuming

This will facilitate the Branches in
identifying the NPA, calculating TDS, all
facilities availed by a single customer, to
identify the money laundering issues and to
maintain proper customer relationship for
increasing the Business. This has been
implemented from 06.11.2017.

3. Providing Revival Diary to the loan
documents : This has been implemented
from 07.03.2018.This will facilitate the
Branches to diarize the documents in CBS
and to getareportin advance having the list of
documents due for revival during the period of
next 3/6 months.
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4. New Products promoted during the year

a) Intra Net Mail : Bank is live in New Intra

Mailing System hosted in the Intranet URL
in place of earlier Intra-mail System with
many new features like multiple
attachments, sending group mails etc. The
facility is live from 15.06.2017.

launched from 20.06.2017. This is a
product of NPCI implemented with the
support of ASP C-edge. In this product, our
customers can use their Rupay card for
making their online payments through debit
card option, by entering card details with
OTP which was received to their registered
mobile.

Point of Sale(POS) as sub member to
SBI : The product is launched from
16.11.2017. Bank has entered into an
agreement with SBI to act as sub-member
for Merchant Acquiring Business
(MAB).The applications duly complying
with the standard operating procedures of
SBI will be submitted to MAB,SBI for their
approval. Upon approval SBI will provide
POS machines to our identified customers
through their TSPs. This will facilitate the
Banktoincrease CASA.

d) UPI(NPCI-BHIM) with *99#

NUUP(National Unified USSD Platform)

This is a product of NPCI. This product is
launched from 13.02.2018. Bank has
entered UPI as sub-member of SBI. NPCI,
SBl and C-edge are the application service
providers of UPI. This will facilitate the
common customers of the Bank to do
transactions from their mobile without
Internet facility also.

e) Demographic authentication (Demo-

Auth) : As per the instructions of
Department of Financial Services (DFS),

department of financial services (DFS),
Government of India, we have gone live in
this product during the month of
November, 2017. Demo-Auth is a one
factor authentication where user's
personal information like Name, Date of
Birth, Gender and Address etc can be
validated with the Aadhar submitted to the
UIDAI'S Central Identities Data Repository
(CIDR). The purpose of Authentication is
to enable residents to prove their identity
and for service providers to confirm that
the residents are “who they say they are” in
order to supply services and give access to
benefits. This has been implemented in
co-ordination with our ASP, M/S C-edge,
NPCland UIDAL.

Aadhar Pay : Bank is live in Aadhar Pay
with issuer facility as sub-member of SBI
from 31.07.2017. In this facility customers
can pay the merchant by selecting the
Bank's name and filling only one field on
the merchant's phone i.e. the Aadhar
number. The customer's finger print is the
password used to authenticate the
transactions. This has been implemented
in co-ordination with our ASP, M/S C-edge,
NPCI, SBl and UIDAI.

Goods and Services Tax (GST) : On
introduction of GST by the Govt of India,
we have implemented GST module in CBS
on service charges collected from the
customers of our Bank, issue of invoices
filing of required mandatory GST returns
and to claim input tax credit.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies :

A. Basis of Preparation:

The Bank's financial statements are prepared under
the historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of
accounting ongoing concern basis, unless otherwise
stated and confirmin all material aspects to Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India,
which comprise applicable statutory provisions,
regulatory norms/guidelines prescribed by the
National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development
(NABARD)/ Reserve Bank of India (RBI), Banking
Regulation Act 1949, Regional Rural Bank Act, 1976
and amendments thereto and Accounting Standards
issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of
India (ICAIl), and practices prevalent in banking
industry in India.

B. Use of estimates:

The preparation of financial statements requires the
management to make estimates and assumptions
considered in the reported amount of assets and
liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as on the
date of financial statements and the reported income
and expenses during the reporting period.
Management believes that the estimates used in
preparation of the financial statements are prudent
and reasonable and are based upon management's
evaluation of the relevant facts and circumstances as
of the date of financial statements. Future results
could differ from to these estimates and the
differences between the actual results and the
estimates are recognised in the period in which the
results are known /materialized.

C. Significant Accounting Policies:
1. Revenue Recognition:

1.1) Income and expenditure are accounted on
accrual basis, except otherwise stated.

1.2) Interest / Discount Income is recognized in
the Profit and Loss Account as it accrues
except, (i) Income from Non Performing
Assets (NPAs), comprising of advances,
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and Investments which is recognised upon
realization, as per the prudential norms
prescribed by the RBI. (i) Overdue interest
oninvestments.

1.3) Profit/Loss on sale of investments is
recognized in the Profit and Loss Account.
However, the profit on sale of investments in
the “Held to Maturity (HTM)” category is
appropriated (net of applicable taxes and
amount required to be transferred to
statutory reserve) to “capital reserve

account”.

1.4) Interest on investments has been

recognized on accrual basis.

1.5) Income (Other than Interest) on “Held to
Maturity (HTM)” category acquired at a
discount to the face value is recognized as

follows;

(i) On Interest bearing securities, it is
recognized only at the time of sale /
redemption.

1.6) Dividend is accounted on an accrual basis
where the right to receive the dividend is
established.

1.7) Commission & Exchange and locker rent
have been recognized onrealization basis.

1.8) Interest on overdue term deposits is
accounted for on renewal.

1.9) In case of suit filed accounts, legal and other
expenses incurred are charged to Profit and
Loss Account and at the time of recovery of
such expenses is accounted asincome.

2.Investments :

The transactions in Government Securities and other
than Government Securities are recorded on
“Settlement Date”.

2.1) Investments are classified into three
categories viz., Held to Maturity (HTM),
Available for Sale (AFS) and Held for
Trading (HFT) as per RBI
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2.2)

2.3)

Basis of Classification:

Investments that Bank intends to hold till
maturity are classified as Held to Maturity
(HTM).

Investments that are held principally for
resale within 90days from the date of
purchase are classified as Held for Trading
(HFT).

Investments, which are not classified in the

above two categories, are classified as
Available for Sale (AFS).

An investment is classified as HTM / HFT
/AFS at the time of its purchase and
subsequent shifting amongst categories is
done in conformity with regulatory
guidelines.

Securities are classified and disclosed in
Balance Sheet as under Government
Securities, other Approved Securities,
Shares, Debentures and Bonds,
Subsidiaries and Joint Ventures and Others.

Valuation:
2.4) The securities in each classification are

valued in accordance with RBI guidelines as
detailed here under:

i. In determining the acquisition cost of an
investment:

a) Brokerage / Commission received on
subscriptions is reduced from the cost.

b) Brokerage, Commission, Security
Transaction Tax etc paid in connection
with the acquisition of investments or
expensed upfront & excluded from cost.

c) Broken period interest paid / received on
debt instruments is treated as interest
expense / income and is excluded from
costor sale consideration.

d) Cost is determined on the weighted
average cost method for investments
under AFS and HFT category and FIFO
basis (First in First Out) for investments
under HTM category.
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ii. Transfer of securities from HFT / AFS

category to HTM category is carried out at
the lower of acquisition cost /book value
/market value on the date of transfer. The
depreciation, if any, on such transfer is
fully provided for. However, transfer of
securities from HTM category to AFS
category is carried out on at acquisition
price / book value. After transfer, these
securities are immediately revalued and
resultantdepreciation, if any, is provided.

ii. Investments under Held to Maturity

category are carried at acquisition cost
unless it is more than the face value, in
which case the premium is amortized over
the period of remaining maturity on
constant yield basis. Such amortization of
premium is adjusted against income
under the head “Interest on Investments”.

iii. Investments in equity shares of other

2.5)

companies are valued at historical cost. A
provision is made for diminution, other
than temporary, for each investment
individually.

Available for Sale and Held for Trading
Categories : Investments under AFS and
HFT category are individually re-valued at
market price or fair value determined as
per regulatory guidelines, and only the net
depreciation of each group for each
category (viz., Government  Securities,
other Approved Securities, Shares,
Debentures and Bonds, Subsidiaries and
Joint Ventures and Others) is provided for
and net appreciation, is ignored. On
provision for depreciation, the book value
of the individual security remains
unchanged after marking to market.

Investments are classified as Performing and

Non performing, based on the guidelines

ssued by the RBI. Investments of domestic

offices become non performing where :

a)

Interest / installment (including maturity
proceeds) is due and remains unpaid for
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more than 90days.

b) In the case of equity shares, in the event the

investment in the shares of any company is
valued at Rs.1/- per company on account of
the non availability of the latest balance sheet,
those equity shares will be reckoned as NPI.

If any credit facility availed by any entity is NPA
in the books of the bank, investment in any of
the securities issued by the same entity would
also be treated as NPl and vice versa.

2. Loans orAdvances and Provisions thereon:

Loans and advances are classified as performing
and non performing, based on the guidelines
issued by the RBI. Loan assets become Non
Performing Asset (NPA) where:

In respect of agriculture advances::

i) For short duration crops, where the
installment of principal or interest
remains overdue for two crop seasons
and

i) For long duration crops, where the
principal or interest remains overdue for
one crop season.

In respect of Non Agriculture advances:

i) In respect of term loans, interest and /or
installment of principal remains overdue
for a period of more than 90days.

i) In respect Overdraft or Cash Credit
Advances, the account remains “out of
order”, i.e. if the outstanding balance
exceeds sanctioned limit or drawing
power continuously for a period 90days,
or if there are no credits continuously for
90 days as on the date of balance sheet,
or if the credits are not adequate to cover
the interest due during the same period.

Provisions are made for NPAs as per the extant
guidelines/directives prescribed by the RBI:

a) All advances have been classified under

four categories i.e., Standard Assets,
Sub-standard Assets, Doubtful Assets
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and loss Assets.

Provisions on Advances are made as
under:

Standard Assets: General Provision for
Standard Assets at the following rates :

e Amounts recovered against debts written off
in earlier years are recognised as revenue in
the year of recovery.

4. Floating Provisions:

The Bank has a policy for creation and utilization of
floating provisions for advances, investments and
general purpose. The quantum of floating provisions
to be created is assessed at the end of the each
financial year.

5. FixedAssets, Depreciation and Amortisation

e Fixed Assets are carried at historical cost less
accumulated depreciation/ amortization.

e Cost includes cost of purchase and all
expenditure directly attributable to or incur in
connection with acquiring the said asset
before it is put to use. Subsequent
expenditure incurred on the assets put to use
are capitalized only when it increases the
future benefits from such assets or their
functioning capability.

6. Impairmentof Assets:

Fixed Assets are reviewed for impairment whenever
events or changes in circumstances warrant that the
carrying amount of an asset may not be recoverable.
Recoverability of assets to be held and used is
measured by a comparison of the carrying amount of
an asset to future Net Discounted Cash Flows
expected to be generated by the asset. If such assets
are considered to be impaired, the impairment to be
recognised is measured by the amount which the
carrying amount of the asset exceeds the fair value of
the asset.
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7. Employee Benefits:
a. Short Term employee Benefits:

The undiscounted amount of short-term
employee benefits, such as medical benefits etc.,
which are expected to be paid for the services
rendered by employees, are recognised during
the period when the employee renders the
service.

b. LongTerm Employee Benefits

i) Defined Benefit Plans:

a) Gratuity: For all the eligible employees, the
bank provides for Gratuity liability based on
actuarial valuation. Liability is funded by way
of contribution made to SBI Life Insurance
Company Limited, India First Life insurance
Company Limited, Life Insurance Corporation
of India-Hanmakonda, Life Insurance
Corporation of India- Saifabad-Hyderabad
and State Bank of India-Dilsukhnagar Branch
through “Telangana Grameena Bank
Employees Gratuity Fund Trust”.

b) Leave Encashment:: For all the employees
who have completed five years of service, the
Bank provides for Leave Encashment liability
based on actuarial valuation. Bank
contributes to SBI Life Insurance Company
Limited and India First Life insurance
Company Limited on annual basis.

ii) Defined Contribution Plans such as Provident
Fund are recognized as an Expense and
charged to the Profit and Loss Account on
accrual basis.

10) Taxation:

The Income Tax, if any applicable, is computed in
accordance with relevant tax provisions under the
Income TaxAct, 1961 as applicable to Regional Rural
Banks.

Income Tax expense is the aggregate amount of
current tax and deferred tax. Current tax expense
and deferred tax expense are determined in
accordance with the provisions of the Income tax Act,
1961 and as per the Accounting Standard 22-
Accounting for taxes on income respectively and tax
laws prevailing in India. Deferred tax adjustments
comprise of changes in the deferred tax assets or
liabilities during the period.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognised by
considering the impact of the timing differences
between taxable income and accounting income for
the current year, and carry forward losses. Deferred
tax assets and liabilities are measured using tax rates
and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively
enacted at the Balance Sheet date. The impact of
changes in Deferred tax assets and liabilities is
recognised in the Profit and Loss Account. Deferred
Tax assets are recognised and reassessed at each
reporting date, based upon management's judgment
as to whether their realization is considered as
reasonably / virtually certain.

11) Contingent Liabilities & Provisions:

In conformity with AS-29 “Provisions, Contingent
Liabilities and Contingent assets”, issued by ICAI, the
bank recognizes the provisions only when it has a
present obligation as a result of a past event and
would result in probable outflow of resources
embodying economic benefits will be required to
settle the obligation, and when a reliable estimate of
the amount of the obligation can be made.

No provision is recognised for:

i. Any possible obligation that arises from past
events and existence of which will be confirmed
only by the occurrence or non occurrence of one
or more uncertain future events not wholly within
the control of the bank.

ii. Any present obligation that arises from past
events butis not recognised because

a) lItis not probable that an outflow of resources
embodying economic benefits will be
required to settle the obligation or

b) Areliable estimate of the amount of obligation
cannot be made.

Such obligation is recorded as Contingent
Liabilities. These are assessed at regular
intervals and only that part of the obligation for
which an outflow of resources embodying
economic benefits is probable, is provided for,
except in the extremely rare circumstances
where no reliable estimate can be made.

iii.  Contingent Assets are not recognised in the
financial statements.

NOTES FORMING PART OF THEACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR
ENDING 31.03.2018:

The Govt. of India vide its gazette No. SO. 2718(E)
dated 20" October, 2014 amending the notification of
Government of India, Ministry of finance, department of
financial services, No. SO.385(E) dated 24" March,
2006 changed the name of “Deccan Grameena Bank”
as “Telangana Grameena Bank” covering the area of
operation of the Bank in Adilabad, Karimnagar,
Nizamabad, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Warangal,
Khammam, Nalgonda, Mahaboobnagar and Medak
districts of Telangana in the State of Telangana. In
terms of Gazette notification No. SO.2718(E) dated
20" October 2014, the business of Andhra Pradesh
Grameena Vikas Bank in the erstwhile districts of
Medak, Mahaboobnagar, Nalgonda, Khammam and
Warangal is yet to be transferred in favour of Telangana
Grameena Bank (TGB)

. The outstanding entries relating to inter branch

transactions, inter office accounts and suspense,
sundry deposit, clearing adjustment are in the process
of reconciliation / adjustment. The management
considers that the amounts involved are not material
and are not suspicious in nature and substance for
considering provision.

Stationery, except security forms and stamps,
purchased during the year have been treated as
consumed and charged to the expense account.
However expenses in respect of security forms and
stamps amounts are charged to the expense account
based on their usage during the year.

4. Provisions towards NPAs and others:

110

a. As per the review and the assessment by the
management of the Bank, there is an aggregate
amount of Rs. 8480.74 Lakhs (Previous Year
Rs. 4210 Lakhs) towards provision in respect of
Non Performing Assets (NPAs) up to March 31°
2018 as computed in accordance with the
guidelines of the Reserve Bank of India, issued
fromtime to time.

b. The amount Rs.1628 Lakhs (Previous Year
Rs.1327 Lakhs) being the general provisions

considered in the accounts for the year under the
head “General Provision on Standard Advances”
(referitem 4 of schedule 5).

c. During the year, there has been an improvement
in the system of identification of NPAs by
adopting an improved functionality patch viz.,
version 1.1 which has captured the NPAs of
earlier years missed out by the original version.
As a result, the additional NPAs relating to earlier
years amounting to Rs. 41644.36 Lakhs were
identified.

d. The system identified the interest not collected of
current year under 'INCA' and income not
collected of previous years under the head
'UIPY". Both the INCA and UIPY have been
reversed from the Interestincome to the extent of
Rs. 1171.09 Lakhs and Rs. 3818.47 Lakhs
respectively for the year under consideration.

e. During the year, bank has written back the
provision for 'rural branches advances'
amounting to Rs. 1323.81 lakhs in order to meet
the contingency of recognition of N.P.A's of
earlieryears.

Employee Benefit under Gratuity; As per the
Actuarial Valuation made by the Bank, total gratuity
liability as at 31.03.2018 stood at Rs 5919.78 lakhs
after taking into effect of maximum limit increased
from Rs 10 lakhs to Rs 20 lakhs per employee.
