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It is my privilege to present the Annual Report of
Telangana Grameena Bank along with the Financial
Statements for the year 2022-23.

| am happy to convey to you that during the year
2022-23 Bank crossed a milestone business level of
I 25,000 crores, registering a total business of
% 25,503.33 crores with a growth of 14.30% amounting
to ¥ 3,190.67 crores from I 22,312.66 crores for
FY 2021-22.

Total deposits of the bank increased to ¥ 12,610.33
crores as on 31.03.2023 as against ¥ 11,039.79 crores
as on 31.03.2022 recording a growth of 1,570.54
crores. CASA deposits withnessed a dip of ¥ 19.42
crores from ¥ 4,307.23 crores as on 31.03.2022 to
34,287.81 crores as on 31.03.2023 as was the trend in
the industry.

Bank's advances grew to ¥12,893.00 crores as on
31.03.2023 from X 11,272.87 crores as on 31.03.2022
registering a growth of 14.37%. Net Interest Margin
(NIM) increased from 4.58% of 2021-22 to 4.66%
during 2022-23.

I am happy to share with you that the Bank registered a
gross profit of ¥599.25 crores for the FY 2022-23 as
against I491.87 crores for FY 2021-22, recording a
growth of 21.83%.

In line with the primary objective of setting up of RRBs,
to support the credit needs of the people of unbanked
and underbanked rural areas, TGB has extended
credit to small and marginal farmers, weaker sections

of society for modernizing various activities in rural,
semi-urban and urban areas mainly for improving the
income of the individual households. Crop loans, SHG
loans, housing loans and jewel loans continued to be in
focus during this financial year also.

To support the cause of women empowerment, we
have financed 10,71,082 women borrowers out of total
borrowers of the Bank, amounting to 71.75%. Bank
has financed 78,095 SHGs in total, covering 9,63,974
women beneficiaries across the 18 districts of
Telangana.

The Bank's lending for priority sector stood at
$10,160.90 crores as on 31.03.2023 against
%9,165.27 crores as on 31.03.2022 recording a growth
0f10.86%. This is over and above 3.81% more than the
mandated 75%.

To facilitate consistent and quick delivery of credit, we
have set up 31 Asset Management Hubs across the
Bank and ensured that the branches remain marketing
hubs for various products. For maintaining the quick
delivery and efficient customer service we retained the
sanction of KCC, jewel loans and small value Govt
sponsored schemes at the branches itself. We trained
the staff working in AMHSs for ensuring quality credit
delivery.

Housing loan portfolio of the Bank has increased from
31,243.53 crores in FY 2021-22 103 1,608.62 crores in
FY 2022-23 registering a growth of 29.36% with
absolute growth of ¥ 314.03 crores. Jewel Loans
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(Personal Gold Loans) have increased from
%1,092.70 crores in FY 2021-22 t031,392.39 crores in
FY 2022-23 registering a growth of 27.43% with
absolute growth 0f¥299.69 crores.

Happy again to share with you that, with the persistent
efforts made by the staff members, the NPAs of the
Bank could be reduced from 2.39% of total advances
as on 31.03.2022 to 2.05% of total advances as on
31.03.2023. In absolute terms also , the NPAs reduced
from ¥268.89 crores as on 31.03.2022 to ¥ 263.83
crores as on 31.03.2023 making a reduction of
% 5.06 crores though a growth of ¥1,620.13 crores is
registered in advances portfolio. For second
consecutive year, the Net NPA is maintained at 0.00%.
Bank adopted focused approach and suitable
strategies to reduce the NPAs during the financial year.

Capital adequacy to risk-weighted assets ratio (CRAR)
stood at 17.20% as against 14.90% previous year
2021-22. The mandated CRAR for RRBs is at 9%. This
shows that the Bank is going strong on fundamentals.

Per branch business of the bank increased to ¥ 59.73
crores during FY 2022-23 from ¥ 52.38 crores as in FY
2021-22. Per employee business also increased from
% 13.28 crores during FY 2021-22 to ¥ 14.63 crores
during FY 2022-23.

Cost of deposits of the Bank stood at 4.78% as on
31.03.2023. Net Interest Margin of the Bank stood at
4.66% as on 31.03.2023 as against the MoU target of
above 4.40%. Provision Coverage Ratio is maintained
at 100% as on 31.03.2023 against MoU target of above
70%. Cost of Fund of the Bank stood at 4.25% as on
31.03.2023 as against the level of 4.15% as on
31.03.2022.

Bank has conducted 3,780 Financial and Digital
Literacy Camps to make the Bank customers become
aware of the benefits of cashless transactions and the
safeguards to be taken at their level, while doing the
digital transactions. With 90% of the eligible
transactions on digital platforms, the regular
conducting of the FDLC meetings become imperative
to post the customer updated of the developments. Out
of 3,404 FDLC meetings conducted, 3,154 were
conducted in rural and semi-urban centres and 250 in
urban and metro centres. This shifting to digital
transactions will save time and cost to the customers
as alsoto Bank.

We have improved our CD ratio to 102.24% during
2022-23 from 102.11% during 2021-22. This is in tune
with the Telangana state CD ratio.

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Board of Directors Report for the year 2022-23

We have pleasure in presenting 18th Annual Report of
Telangana Grameena Bank together with the Audited
Statement of Accounts, Auditor's report and the Report
on Business and Operations of the Bank for the
financial year ended on 31st March 2023.

Banks Genesis:

Telangana Grameena Bank was established on 24th
March 2006 in the name of Deccan Grameena Bank by
amalgamation of four RRBs sponsored by State Bank
of Hyderabad.

The Bank has been operating in 18 districts of
Telangana State (erstwhile five districts namely
Adilabad, Nizamabad, Karimnagar, Ranga Reddy and
Hyderabad) with a network of 427 branches as on
31.03.2023

The Government of India vide notification dated
20.10.2014 has changed the name of the Bank to
Telangana Grameena Bank from Deccan Grameena
Bank. The name of Sponsor Bank changed to State
Bank of Indiaw.e.f. 01.04.2017.

Business Review:

The Bank business has crossed a milestone of
¥ 25,000 crore and reached to X 25,503.33 crore as on
31st March 2023 with an absolute growth of ¥ 3190.67
crore over 31st March 2022 at a growth rate of 14.30%.
Of which, deposits contributed 49.45% with absolute
growth of ¥ 1570.54 crore and reached a level of
¥ 12610.33 crore and remaining 50.55% contributed by
Advances with absolute growth of ¥ 1620.13 crore and
reached alevel 0f¥ 12893.00 crore.

Non-SLR investments are invested in Mutual Funds
and Bonds. The Bank has been monitoring and
following up for prompt receipt of interest due from
Govt. Securities/ Bonds. There was no instance of
income leakage from Non-SLRinvestment portfolio.

CRRand SLR:

The Bank has complied with the regulatory
requirement of maintenance of adequate balances
towards CRR and SLR. There is a well laid down
system of assessing the CRR and SLR requirements
taking into account the NDTL. There was no default in
maintenance of adequate balances during the year.
The Bank has kept¥453.8 crore in CRR and ¥ 2574.68
crore (which includes SLR Investments, Cash on Hand
and net Balances in Current A/Cs) in SLR as on
31.03.2023.

Credit Portfolio

Credit Information Companies

Our bank has been a member of CIBIL (Credit
Information Bureau (India) Limited). CIBIL is the First
Credit Information Company licensed by the RBI and
governed by the Credit Information Companies
(Regulation) Act of 2005. CIBIL collects and maintains
records of individuals' and non- individuals'
(commercial entities) payments pertaining to loans and
credit cards from Banks and other lenders on a monthly
basis.

Our bank has been uploading the data regularly and all
our Regional Business Offices and branches are
accessing the credit history of the loan applicants while
taking the credit decisions.

Three other CICs, viz., Equifax Credit Information
Services Private Limited, Experian Credit Information
Company of India Private Limited and CRIF High Mark
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Credit Information Services Private Limited have been
granted Certificate of Registration by RBI.

Reserve Bank of India vide its letter No.DBR
No.CID.BC.60/20.16.056/2014-15 dated 15.01.2015
has advised us that all Credit Institutions have a
mandate to become members of all CICs. Accordingly
we have become members of the above three CICs
also.

Asset Quality-Management of Non Performing
Assets:

Bank has made considerable efforts to curtail NPA at
263.83 crore (Gross) which is now 2.05 % of total
advances at the end of current financial year as
against 2.39 % of total advances at the end of previous
financial year. Net NPA is zero now against 0.00% as
on 31.03.2022. Bank adopted focused approach and
adopted suitable strategies to curtail NPAs. The Non-
Performing Assets have decreased from ¥268.89 crore
as on 31.03.2022 to ¥263.83 crore as on 31.03.2023
with a decrease of 5.06 crores.

SARFAESI Act and Suit Filing:

Notices under SARFAESI Act were issued immediately
after the account becoming NPA. This was monitored
by Regional Business Offices and Head Office at
monthly intervals.

Medical Insurance Scheme as per 10th Bipartite
Settlement to employees and officers along with their
dependent family members as detailed in schedule IV.
The Scheme covers Employee + Spouse + Dependent
Children + 2 Dependent Parents / parents-in-law with a
Sum Insured of ¥ 4,00,000/- and ¥ 3,00,000/- for officers
and employees respectively. We have also taken a
Corporate Buffer to cover additional expenditure up to
% 4.00 Lakhs and % 3.00 Lakhs for officers and
employees respectively, if the hospitalization
expenditure exceeds the Sum Insured. The scheme,
apart from facilitating hassle free admission into the
hospital immediately with cash less facility at approved
hospitals including super specialty hospitals, also
covers domiciliary treatment expenses up to 10% sum
insured. Around 7407 members including family
members of staff have been covered under the
scheme.

Group Personal Accident Insurance Policy:

Most of our staff members are youngsters and travel by
road, frequently for various official works viz., cash
remittance, field visits for recovery and inspection of
units, review meetings etc., and are exposed to the risk
of road accidents and face a life threat also.

We have taken the Group Personal Accident Insurance
Policy for Sum Insured per employee is X 15.00 lakhs
to create a sense of security among the staff members
and to boost the morale of the staff members.

Gratuity, Pension and Leave Encashment Fund:

The Bank has taken care of provisional requirements in
respect of Gratuity, Pension & Leave Encashment. The
total corpus as on 31.03.2023 is to the tune of ¥ 52.51
crores towards Gratuity, ¥ 432.70 crores towards
pension and ¥ 43.28 crores towards Leave
Encashment.

Industrial Relations:

The Management and Officers Association and
Employees Union have worked in tandem for the
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welfare of the staff members and business
development, sorting out amicable solutions for routine
issues that cropped up during the year. Cordial and
amicable working atmosphere has prevailed during
the year.

Opinion

We have audited the accompanying financial
statements of Telangana Grameena Bank ('the
Banks, which comprise the Balance Sheet as at
31stMarch 2023, the Profit and Loss Account and
the cash flow statement for the year then ended,
and notes to financial statements including a
summary of significant accounting policies and
other explanatory information in which are
included the returns for the year ended on that
date of 25 branches audited by us and 279
branches audited by other statutory branch
auditors. The branches audited by us and those
audited by other auditors have been selected by
the Bank in accordance with the guidelines
issued to the Bank by the National Bank for
Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD).
Also included in the Balance Sheet, the Profit and
Loss Account and the cash flow statement are the
returns from 123 branches which have not been
subjected to audit. These unaudited branches
account for 24.60 percent of advances, 22.83 per
cent of deposits and 20.67 per cent of interest
income.

In our opinion and to the best of our information
and according to the explanations given to us, the
aforesaid standalone financial statements give
the information required by the Regional Rural
Bank Act, 1949 and circulars and guidelines
issued by the Reserve Bank of India ('RBI') and
National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development (‘'NABARD') from time to time and
in the manner so required for Bank and are in
conformity with accounting principles generally
acceptedin India and:

a. The Balance Sheet, read with the notes
thereon is a full and fair Balance Sheet
containing all the necessary particulars, is
properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and
fair view of the state of affairs of the Bank as
at 31st March 2023;

b. The Profit and Loss Account read with the
notes thereon shows a true balance of
profit/loss; and

c. The Cash Flow Statement gives a true and
fair view of the cash flows for the year ended
onthatdate.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with the
Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by | CAl. Our
responsibilities under those Standards are
further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities
for the Audit of the Financial Statements section
of our report. We are independent of the Bank in
accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the
Institute of Chartered Accountants of India
together with ethical requirements that are
relevant to our audit of the financial statements,
and we have fulfilled our other ethical
responsibilities in accordance with these
requirements and the Code of Ethics. We
believe that the audit evidence we have obtained
is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for
our opinion.

Note No.2.1 of Schedule-18 regarding provision
towards Bad and doubtful debts and One NPAAII
NPA.

Note No.7.4 of Schedule-18 regarding the
classification of Self Help Group loans as secured
loans and unsecured loans.

Without qualifying our opinion, we draw attention
to Note No -8.13.2 of Schedule 18. of the financial
statement regarding burglary of cash and gold
ornaments at Bussapur Branch in respect of
which the insurance claim settlement is under
process.

Note No.11.6 of schedule-18-regarding transfer
of certain balances aggregating to Rs.1.54Cr to
'Deposit Education & Awareness Fund' (DEAF
maintained by RBI).

Our opinion is not qualified in respect of these
matters.

Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our
professional judgment, were of most significance
in our audit of the financial statements of the
current period. These matters were addressed in
the context of our audit of the financial statements
as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon,
and we do not provide a separate opinion on
these matters.
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Key Audit Matters

How it has been Addressed

Classification of Loans and advances, provision
thereon and income recognition:

Classificationof Loans and advances and
Identification of non-performing Advances constitute
64.63% of the Bank's total assets. They are, inter-
alia, governed by income recognition, asset
classification and provisioning (IRAC) norms and
other circulars and directives issued by the
RBI/NABARD from time to time which provides
guidelines related to classification of Advances into
performing and non- performing Advances (NPA).
The bank classifies these advances based on IRAC
norms detailed in accounting policy No.5.

Identification of performing and non- performing
Advances involves establishment of proper
mechanism. The Bank accounts for all the
transactions related to advances in its Information
Technology System (IT System) viz. Core Banking
Solutions (CBS) which also identifies whether the
advances are performing or non- performing.

Further, NPA classification is done through IT
System (CBS) and Provisioning on advances
(Performing and Non- Performing) as per the Income
RecognitionandAsset Classification Norms is being
done outside the system using tools like Microsoft
Excel.

The incomerecognition asset classification and
provisioning if not done properly as per the IRAC norms
issued by Reserve Bank of India may materially impact
the financial statement of the Bank. Hence same was
taken as Key Audit Matter.

Classification and Valuation of Investments,
Identification of provisioning for Non-Performing
Investments.

Investments include investments made by the Bankiin
various Government Securities, Bonds, Debentures
and other approved securities.

Investments constitute 12.90% of the Bank's total

assets.

Our Audit approach towards advance with reference
to the IRAC norms and other related circulars
/directives issued by RBI/NABARD and internal
policies and procedure of the Bank includes the
testing of the following:

« The Accuracy of the data input in the system for
income recognition, classification into performing
and non-performing advances and provisioning in
accordance with the IRAC norms in respect of the
branches allotted to us. However, in respect of One
NPA all NPA norm, the bank is utilizing an internal
tool to classify certain assets as Non-performing
assets. However, the adjustment entries in
Income/Provisions have been made only in the
financial statements. The credit entries arising
out of above adjustments will be made in the
customers’ accounts only after One NPA All NPA
norm is incorporated into the Core Banking
Solution.

- Existence and effectiveness of monitoring
mechanisms such as Internal Audit, Systems
Audit, Credit Audit, Snap Audit and Concurrent
Audit as per the policies and procedures of the
Bank;

«  We have examined the efficacy of various internal
controls over advances to determine the nature,
timing and extent of the substantive procedures
and compliance with the observations of the
various audits conducted as per the monitoring
mechanism of the Bank and NABARD Inspection.

« In carrying out substantive procedures at the
branches allotted to us, we have examined all large
advances while other advances have been
examined on a sample basis.

» Reliance is also placed on Audit Reports of other
Statutory Branch Auditors.

« We have also relied on the reports of External IT
System Audit experts with respect to the business
logics / parameters inbuilt in CBS for tracking,
identification and stamping of NPAs.

« We have performed extensive procedures for
verification of the procedure of computation of
provisions outside the IT system, it's correctness
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These are governed by the circulars and directives of
the RBI/NABARD. These directions, inter-alia, cover
valuation of investments, classification of
investments, identification of non-investments, the
corresponding non-recognition of income and
provision there against.

The valuation of each category (type) of the aforesaid
securities is to be done as per the method prescribed
in circulars and directivesissuedby RBI/NABARD
which involves collection of data/information from
various sources such as FI MMDA rates, rates quoted
on BSE/NSE. Considering the complexities and
extent of judgement in the valuation, volume of
transactions, investments on hand and degree of
regulatory focus, this has been determined as a Key
Audit Matter. Accordingly, our audit was focused on
Valuation of investments, Classification, Identification
of Non- Performing Investments.

Further, the Bank has been compiling the investment
register in Excel tool and has been making all the
calculations using the same tool.

Assessment of Provisions and Contingent
Liabilities in respect of certain litigations
including Direct Taxes

There is high level of judgement in required in
estimating the level of provisioning. The Bank's
assessment is supported by the facts of matter, their
own judgement, past experience, and advices from
legal and independent tax consultants wherever
considered necessary. Accordingly, unexpected
adverse outcomes may significantly impact the
Bank's reported profit and the Balance sheet.

We determined the above area as a Key Audit Matter
in view of associated uncertainty relating to the
outcome of these matters which requires application
of judgement in interpretation of law. Accordingly, our
audit was focused on analyzing the facts of the subject
matter under consideration and judgements/
interpretation of law involved.

e Our audit approach towards Investments with
reference to the RBI/NABARD Circulars/directives
included the review and testing of the design,
operating effectiveness of internal controls and
substantive audit procedures in relation to
valuation, classification, identification of Non-
Performing Investments.

»  We evaluated and understood the Bank's internal
control systemtocomply with relevant RBI /
NABARD guidelines regarding valuation,

« We assessed and evaluated the process adopted
for collection of information from various sources
for determining fair value of these investments.

« For the selected samples of investments in hand,
we tested accuracy and compliance with the RBI
Master Circulars/NABARD and directions by re-
performing valuation of each category of the
security. Samples were selected after ensuring
that all the categories of the investments (based
on nature of security) were covered in the sample.

« We have tested the Investments including
related documents maintained in Excel with the
financial statements to ensure compliance with the
presentation and disclosue requirements as per
the aforesaid RBI/NABARD disclosures.

Significant Accounting Policies:
A. Basis of Preparation:

The Bank's financial statements are prepared under
the historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of
accounting on Going Concern basis, unless otherwise
stated and conform in all material aspects to Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India,
which comprise applicable statutory provisions,
regulatory norms/guidelines prescribed by the
National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development
(NABARD) / Reserve Bank of India (RBI), Banking
Regulation Act 1949, Regional Rural Bank Act, 1976
and amendments thereto and Accounting Standards
issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of
India (ICAIl), and practices prevalent in banking
industry in India.

B. Use of Estimates:

The preparation of financial statements requires the
management to make estimates and assumptions
considered in the reported amount of assets and
liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as on the date
of financial statements and the reported income and
expenses during the reporting period. Management
believes that the estimates used in preparation of the
financial statements are prudent and reasonable and
are based upon management's evaluation of the

relevant facts and circumstances as of the date of
financial statements. Future results could differ from
these estimates and the differences between the
actual results and the estimates are recognized in the
period in which the results are known / materialized.

C. Significant Accounting Policies:
1. Revenue Recognition:

1.1) Income and expenditure are accounted on
accrual basis, except otherwise stated.

1.2) Interest/ Discount Income is recognized in
the Profit and Loss Account as it accrues
except, (i) Income from Non Performing
Assets (NPAs), comprising of advances,
and Investments which is recognised upon
realization, as per the prudential norms
prescribed by the RBI. (ii) Overdue interest
oninvestments.

Classification:

Investments are classified into three
categories viz., Held to Maturity (HTM),
Available for Sale (AFS) and Held for
Trading (HFT) as per RBI guidelines.

Basis of Classification:

Investments that Bank intends to hold till
maturity are classified as "Held to Maturity
(HTM)".

Investments that are held principally for
resale within 90 days from the date of
purchase are classified as "Held for Trading
(HFT)". Investments, which are not
classified in the above two categories, are
classified as "Available for Sale (AFS)". An
investmentis classifiedas HTM/HFT/AFS
at the time of its purchase and subsequent
shifting amongst categories is done in
conformity with regulatory guidelines.

Disclosure in Balance Sheet:

Investements are classified and disclosed
in Balance Sheet as Government
Securities, other Approved Securities,

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Shares, Debentures and Bonds,
Subsidiaries and Joint Ventures and
Others.

Valuation: The securities in each
classification are valued in accordance with
RBI guidelines as detailed here under:

In determining the acquisition cost of an
investment:

(a) Brokerage / Commission received on
subscriptions is reduced from the cost.

(b) Brokerage, Commission, Security
Transaction Tax etc paid in connection
with the acquisition of investments or
expensed upfront and excluded from
cost.

(c) Broken period interest paid/ received
on debt instruments is treated as
interest expense / income and is
excluded from cost or sale
consideration.

(d) Stamp duty Value paid on acquisition
of Mutual Funds is considered as
purchase value or capitalized in books
of account.

(e) Cost is determined on the weighted
average cost method for investments
under AFS and HFT category and
FIFO basis (First in First Out) for
investments under HTM category.

Transfer of securities from HFT /AFS
category to HTM category is carried out at
the lower of acquisition cost /book value
/market value on the date of transfer. The
depreciation, if any, on such transfer is fully
provided for. However, transfer of securities
from HTM category to AFS category is
carried out at acquisition price / book value.
After transfer, these securities are
immediately revalued and resultant
depreciation, if any, is provided.

Held to Maturity category: Investments
under Held to Maturity category are carried
at acquisition cost unless it is more than the
face value, in which case the premium is
amortized over the remaining period of
maturity on constant yield basis. Such
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Vi.

amortization of premium is adjusted against
income under the head "Interest on
Investments".

Investments in equity shares of other
companies are valued at historical cost. A
provision is made for diminution, other than
temporary, for each investmentindividually.

Available for Sale and Held for Trading
Categories: Investments under AFS and
HFT category are individually re-valued at
market price or fair value determined as per
regulatory guidelines, and only the net
depreciation of each group for each
category (viz., Government Securities,
other Approved Securities, Shares,
Debentures and Bonds, Subsidiaries and
Joint Ventures and Others) is provided for
and net appreciation, is ignored. On
provision for depreciation, the book value of
the individual security remains unchanged
after marking to market.

Investments are classified as Performing
and Non-performing, based on the
guidelines issued by the RBI. Investments
become non performing where:

(@) Interest / installment (including
maturity proceeds) is due and remains
unpaid for more than 90days.

b) In the case of equity shares, in the
event the investment in the shares of
any company is valued at Rs.1/- per
company on account of the non
availability of the latest balance sheet,
those equity shares will be reckoned as
NPI.

c) If any credit facility availed by any
entity is NPA in the books of the bank,
investment in any of the securities
issued by the same entity would also
be treated as NPl and vice versa.

d) The investments in debentures /
bonds, which are deemed to be in the
nature of advance, are also subjected
to NPl norms as applicable to
investments.

2.5. Accounting for Repo / Reverse Repo
Transactions:

The Bank entered Repurchase and Reverse
Repurchase Transactions with RBI under Liquidity
Adjustment Facility (LAF). Repurchase Transaction
represents borrowing by selling the securities with an
agreement to repurchase the securities. Reverse
Repo Transactions on the other hand represent
lending funds by purchasing the securities.

a) Transactions with RBI under Liquidity Adjustment
Facility (LAF) are accounted for as Collateralised
Lending and Borrowing transactions.

b) Balance in Repo Account is classified under
Schedule-4 (Borrowings) and balance in Reverse
Repo Account is classified under Schedule-7
(Balance with Banks and Money at call & short
notice).

c) Borrowing cost of Repo transactions and
Revenue on Reverse Repo transactions, with
RBI is accounted for as interest expense and
interestincome, respectively.

3. LoansorAdvances and Provisions thereon:

3.1 Loans and advances are classified as
performing and non performing, based on
the guidelines issued by the RBI. Loan
assets become Non Performing Asset
(NPA)where:

° In respect of agriculture advances:

i) For short duration crops, where the
installment of principal or interest
remains overdue for two crop seasons
and

i) For long duration crops, where the
principal or interest remains overdue
for one crop season.

. In respect of Non Agriculture advances:

i) In respect of term loans, interest and
/or installment of principal remains
overdue for a period of more than 90
days

i) In respect of Overdraft or Cash Credit
Advances, the account remains "out of
order", i.e. if the outstanding balance
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exceeds sanctioned limit or drawing
power continuously for a period 90 days,
or if there are no credits continuously for
90 days as on the date of balance sheet,
or if the credits are not adequate to
cover the interest due during the same
period.

3.2 Provisions are made for NPAs as per the
extant guidelines/directives prescribed by the
RBI:

All advances have been classified under
four categories i.e., Standard Assets,
Sub- standard Assets, Doubtful Assets
and loss Assets.

3.4 For Restructured / rescheduled assets,
provisions are made in accordance with the

3.5 In the case of loan accounts classified as NPAs,
an account may be reclassified as performing
asset if it confirms to the guidelines prescribed by

the regulators.

3.6 Amounts recovered against debts written off in
earlier years are recognized as revenue in the

year of recovery.

3.7 General provisions made for Standard Assets as
per extent RBI guidelines are reflected in
Schedule 5 of the Balance Sheet under the head
"Other Liabilities & Provisions"& are not
considered for arriving at the net NPAs.

3.8 Interest realized on NPAs are taken into income
account provided the credits in the account
towards interest are not out of fresh/additional
credit facilities sanctioned to the borrower

concerned.
Floating Provisions:

The Bank has a policy for creation and utilization
of floating provisions for advances, investments
and general purpose. The quantum of floating
provisions to be created is assessed at the end of
the each financial year.

Fixed Assets, Depreciation and Amortization:

Fixed Assets are carried at historical cost less
accumulated depreciation / amortization.
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5.2 Cost includes cost of purchase and all
expenditure directly attributable to or incur in
connection with acquiring the said asset before it
is putto use. Subsequent expenditure incurred on
the assets put to use are capitalized only when it
increases the future benefits from such assets or
their functioning capability.

Fixed Assets are reviewed for impairment
whenever events or changes in circumstances
warrant that the carrying amount of an asset may
not be recoverable. Recoverability of assets to be
held and used is measured by a comparison of
the carrying amount of an assets to future Net
Discounted Cash Flows expected to be
generated by the asset. If such assets are
considered to be impaired, the impairment to be

Employee Benefits:

Short Term Employee Benéfits:

The undiscounted amount of short-term
employee benefits, such as medical benefits etc.,
which are expected to be paid for the services
rendered by employees, are recognised during
the period when the employee renders the
service.

Long Term Employee Benefits:

Defined Benefit Plans:

a) Gratuity: For all the eligible employees, the
bank provides for Gratuity liability based on
actuarial valuation. Liability is funded by way of
contribution made to SBI Life Insurance
Company Limited, India First Life insurance
Company Limited, Life Insurance Corporation of
India-Hanmakonda, Life Insurance Corporation
of India- Saifabad-Hyderabad and State Bank of
India-Dilsukhnagar Branch through "Telangana
Grameena Bank Employees Gratuity Fund
Trust".

b) Leave Encashment: For all the employees
who have completed five years of service, the
Bank provides for Leave Encashment liability
based on actuarial valuation. Bank contributes to
SBI Life Insurance Company Limited and India
First Life insurance Company Limited on annual
basis.

c) Pension: The Bank provides for pension to
all eligible employees who have joined the Bank
on or before 31.03.2010. The benefitis in the form
of monthly payments as per rules to vested
employees on retirement or on death while in
employment, on termination of employment.
Vesting occurs at different stages as per rules.
The Bank makes monthly contributions to the
pension fund at 10% of the salary. The Bank
provides for this liability based on the actuarial
valuation.

Defined Contribution Plans :

a) Contributions made to Provident Fund are
recognized as an Expense and charged to the
Profitand Loss Account on accrual basis.
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National Pension Scheme (NPS) :The Bank
operates a new pension scheme (NPS) for all the
employees who have joined the Bank after
31.03.2018. The employees who have joined the
Bank between 01.04.2010 to 31.03.2018, have
been given an option to join NPS voluntarily. As
per the scheme, the covered employees
contribute 10% of their basic pay plus dearness
allowance to the scheme together with a
matching contribution from the Bank. Pending
completion of registration procedures of the
employees concerned, these contributions are
retained as deposits in the Bank and earn interest
at the same rate as that of the current account of
Provident Fund balance. The Bank recognizes
such annual contributions and interest as an
expense in the year to which they relate. Upon
receipt of the Permanent Retirement Account
Number (PRAN), the consolidated contribution
amounts will be transferred to the NPS Trust.

Income Tax Expense:

The Income Tax, if any applicable, is computed in
accordance with relevant tax provisions under the
Income Tax Act, 1961 as applicable to Regional
Rural Banks.

Income Tax expense is the aggregate amount of
current tax and deferred tax. Current tax expense
and deferred tax expense are determined in
accordance with the provisions of the Income tax
Act, 1961 and as per the Accounting Standard 22-
Accounting for taxes on income respectively and
tax laws prevailing in India. Deferred tax
adjustments comprise of changes in the deferred
tax assets or liabilities during the period.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognized
by considering the impact of the timing
differences between taxable income and
accounting income for the current year, and carry
forward losses. Deferred tax assets and liabilities
are measured using tax rates and tax laws that
have been enacted or substantively enacted at
the Balance Sheet date. The impact of changes in
Deferred tax assets and liabilities is recognized in
the Profit and Loss Account. Deferred Tax assets
are recognized and reassessed at each reporting
date, based upon management's judgment as to
whether their realization is considered as
reasonably / virtually certain.

10.
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Government Grants:

Government grants available to the enterprise
are considered for:-

i)  Where there is a reasonable assurance that
the enterprise will comply with the
conditions attached to them.

i)  Where such benefits have been earned by
the enterprise and it is reasonably certain
that the ultimate collection will be made.

Grants received from the government towards
specific fixed assets, are shown as deduction
from the gross value of the asset concerned in
arriving atits book value.

Contingent Liabilities & Provisions:

In conformity with AS-29 "Provisions, Contingent
Liabilities and Contingent assets", issued by
ICAI, the bank recognizes the provisions only
when it has a present obligation as a result of a
past event and would result in probable outflow of
resources embodying economic benefits will be
required to settle the obligation, and when a
reliable estimate of the amount of the obligation
can be made.

No provision is recognized for:

i)  Any possible obligation that arises from past
events and existence of which will be
confirmed only by the occurrence or non
occurrence of one or more uncertain future
events not wholly within the control of the
bank.

i)  Any present obligation that arises from past
events butis notrecognised because

a) It is not probable that an outflow of
resources embodying economic benefits
will be required to settle the obligation or

b) A reliable estimate of the amount of
obligation cannot be made.

Such obligations are recorded as
Contingent Liabilities. These are assessed
at regular intervals and only that part of the
obligation for which an outflow of resources
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embodying economic benefits is probable, is
provided for, except in the extremely rare
circumstances where no reliable estimate
canbe made.

iii. Contingent Assets are not recognized in the
financial statements.
